Hello Marissa, 

You will see attached a more detailed flyer for the community event and what people can find out about. The event will run as a drop in informal chat with the festival team however we will be offering 10 minute booking slots for those keen to ensure they have an appointment with one of the team. 

The business event was promoted via an email invite to a list of North Queensferry contacts we had received from James Lawson. It was also advertised via the festival website, Facebook, twitter and the monthly newsletter that we send out. 

We now have a contact at Ferry News and although we missed the printed copy they have offered to send out any information via a mailing list they have. We are keen to increase north involvement so if you have any other suggestions we would be keen to try.
