this near10 tonne car (a similar weight to Thrust SSC). This is the heaviest of the cars out there and means that
Rosco will need a longer track to run-ibe is still searching for the ideal record location.

It is the very high power available from the rocket enginattgives Rosco the confidence to aim for 1000 mph. Just

as BLOODHOUND and the North American Eagle are doing, Rosco is using computational fluid dynamics (comput
modelling) to analyse the airflow around his car, in order to make sure that it will stédyeaground as it goes
supersonic.
